If charter schools were permitted in Kentucky, the following rules would have to be in place first:
· Only the local school board should have the right to grant a charter school, and it must choose from a list of charters approved by the Kentucky Department of Education. The decision by a local school board to grant a charter must be appealable to the Kentucky Board of Education.

· All funding for charter schools must flow through the local school board so that public schools are not adversely affected by the re-allocation of funds to charters.
· Charters must be accompanied by the additional state financial support necessary to implement them without adversely affecting the funding of existing public schools.

· Local school boards must control student assignment to charter schools so that charter schools do not undermine the equity of public schools.
*There are statistics that show charter schools accept more Caucasian students than ethnic minority students, and they accept more students free from disabilities than students with disabilities. 

· All state laws and collectively bargaining protections/provisions must apply to charter school employees in order to attract and retain quality employees.

· Charter schools must only be granted for one of the following two reasons:

· To free the charter school from some requirements of public schools in order to experiment with an innovation that wouldn’t otherwise be possible in a public school.

· To serve the needs of a specific group of students that cannot be served by public schools.

· If the purpose of the charter school is to test an innovative idea, the charter school must sunset after five (5) years, and either the innovative idea is implemented into public schools if it is found to be effective or the charter school is no longer needed if the approach was not effective.

· Charter schools must have to meet the same standards of openness and accountability that public schools are required to meet. This includes but is not limited to open meetings, access to information, reporting, and participation in mandated state assessments.
· All civil rights laws and requirements that apply to public schools must also apply to charter schools.

· For-profit organizations or companies must not be eligible to operate charter schools.

· There must be an absolute prohibition on creating a charter school for the purpose of homeschooling. 

· There must be an absolute prohibition on transforming current private schools into charter schools because this would effectively divert public funds away from public schools and into private institutions.
