The federal SIG requirements state…

An LEA implementing a transformation model must:
…
(2) Use rigorous, transparent, and equitable evaluation systems for teachers and principals that —
(a) Take into account data on student growth as a significant factor as well as other factors
This federal requirement does not specify which components of a comprehensive teacher evaluation system must take into account data on student growth, only that student growth data must be a significant factor in the evaluation system.  The federal SIG requirement would clearly be met by the comprehensive teacher evaluation system above, in which the use of student growth data is used for the low-stakes purposes in the evaluation system.
